Born in Taiwan and raised in a small town in Arkansas, Taiwanese-American conductor Jerry Hou 
had a late start in music. Beginning on trombone in middle school band, Hou went on to work 
professionally in American and European orchestras before his playing career was ended by 
injury. He returned to school to study conducting, and is now recognized for his dynamic 
presence, insightful interpretations, versatility and commanding technique on the podium. (more)

In addition, the ASO performs with the 200+ voice, all-volunteer ASO Chorus, originally founded in 
1970 by Robert Shaw, and currently under the Direction of Norman Mackenzie. The chorus was 
featured on nine of the ASO’s Grammy-award winning recordings. 
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
