We are looking for
evidence that you have demonstrated resilience and determination in overcoming

obstacles to your pursuit of learning classical music.

Your typed essay or video should:

e Answer all parts of the question: your background, what inspired you, your favorite
experiences, challenges, and goals.

» Be clear and organized so it’s easy to follow.

e Share personal stories or examples, not just a list of facts.

e Show your passion for music and your commitment to learning.

e Explain how the Talent Development Program could help you reach your goals.
